Informant reported their dog has been chased by a big cat, possibly a Puma, 
light grey all over. This was within the Babergh East SNT area.  
 
4 August 2012 
Informant reported a very large cat walking across a bridge. This was within 
the Mid Suffolk South SNT area. 
 
13 July 2013
